$15 per case and $10 per lamp rental.

CANCELLATIONS

To cancel, a written cancellation must be received by the bourse chairperson prior to January
Ist, 2011 to receive a full refund. Failure to do so will result in a forfeiture of your entire
bourse fee.

SECURITY
Security will be continuous from 2:00 p.m. Thursday until 4:00 p.m. Sunday. Carry over
security will be the dealers’ responsibility after that time.

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RULES & REGULATIONS:
